1. March Minutes accepted.
2. VP Updates

a. PLE Laurie

i. PLE – EOYE, Brian Kettner.  Country Springs is not an option…price of bussing too expensive.   EOY event will have a Dive into Learning theme.  IMAX movie on Coral Reefs, Scuba Diving presentation, Wii games, outside water games, EPCOT theme treasure hunt, treat/crafts, etc all under consideration.    John Vitale joined the meeting to review ideas and to let us know what resources can be utilized (i.e.:  projectors, etc).  John suggested taking photos of each class and emailing to teachers who can email to parents.  John offered a boat or jet ski to put in front of school to promote the theme.  

Coordinating volunteer recruiting with teachers should be reviewed as there was some confusion last year.  Board will meet again with Brian on May 3rd at our Board Meeting.
ii. Bucks game fundraiser proceeds have still not arrived.  Plan is to purchase framed artwork first and flip video cameras with any leftover dollars. John Vitale will call the Bucks to see when we should expect the funds to arrive.

a. Budget

i. District account spending reviewed.
ii. Budget figures reviewed.
iii. Sock Hop 2010 profited $ $2883 vs. $4372 last year.  Board agrees that next year a new theme or event would be fine, perhaps bringing back a sock hop every other year.  If/when a sock hop is held again, the trinkets shop could be bigger next time…went over well.  Cut way back on food, consider non meat options if during lent.  Adveritise that dinner will be available…maybe new people weren’t aware that hot food was available.  Overall agreement that we should raise the price of admission.  While this is a fun event for families, it is labor intensive event and could easily net more if admission price went up. Board agrees that $1-$2 more per person would not reduce attendance.
