1.  January  Minutes Accepted 

2. VP Updates

a. PLE Laurie

i. Kindergarten Roundup is March 19.  Cheri, Jackie, and Laurie can attend.  Ruth and Lisa need to rsvp to Laurie.  Brad will work with Suzi Ellington to create video.

ii. We made $8 less expenses on the teracycle pouches, and it was messy so Laurie suggests that we end this program.  Laurie will let teachers know to communicate to students.

b. Horizon – Jackie

i. Lisa Pellegrini is the new secretary at Horizon.

ii. Book Fair is March 1-5 and Karen Wildman is almost done filling slots.

3. Treasurer Update _Heather

a. Budget

i. Asa and PLE submitted spending…Horizon next month.

ii. Details of budget were reviewed with a projection for the remainder of the year.

iii. Brad motions that we approve the purchase of 700 Country Springs Tickets.  Heather will let JoAnn know to make the purchase.

b. Laurie will confirm PLE’s wish list with Deb Ristow so that we can make a proposal on what item/items to give them from the Bucks Game proceeds. 

c. Bank Accounts-Heather reviewed

d. Teacher Grants.

i.  Heather and Brad propose fewer/ larger grants to select teachers based on proposals received from them instead of awarding each teacher the same grant.  Proposals can be for grade level or classroom projects or capital purchases for a class or grade, but it must directly benefit students.  Board will review proposals and vote.   Board approves this process for next year vs. this year in order to give teachers time to come up with ideas and submit them.  Board approves $40 grants for each teacher this year including a letter which Heather will draft explaining the process for next year.

ii. Laurie suggests that we acknowledge the principals in some way also.  After budget figures are reviewed in May, we will look at this proposal.

e. PTO Manager-renewal is up in June.  Heather indicates that PTO manager is not a good tool to manage PTO finances…would like to purchase different software.   Board will vote in April or May to renew PTO Mgr in order to have the volunteer tool.  Cheri will email all chairs to see how many use PTO manager for volunteers. 

f. Taxes-Lindy Canavas will have them completed by deadline…next week.  PTO will send her a thank you.  Heather will take care of it.

g. Audit of PTO Books-  Heather met with a CPA who indicated that unless PTO is need of a line of credit or has received a $200,000 donation, and audit is not required.  Board votes to forego an audit.
